Daily Schedule 
Sunday July 4th, 2:00 PM—Opening Faculty 
Recital. You need not to bring your 
instruments on this day; there will be no 
class, but please join us in an All-American 
program given by our distinguished faculty. 
The recital will be succeeded by a reception. 
Schedule for Flute, Violin, Cello and Piano, 
Monday-Friday: 
2:00-3:00 PM—Masterclass. Students will 
gather by instruments and receive instruction 
by their teacher and comments from their 
peers. Be prepared to perform at least twice 
during the week.  
3:15-5:00—Chamber music. Students will 
rehearse in their chamber ensembles while 
faculty “floats” from room to room coaching 
each ensemble. Chamber ensembles will 
perform in evening concerts as they become 
ready.  
5:15-6:00—Daily Talk. Students can attend 
the daily talk or keep practicing/rehearsing 
during this period.  
 

6:00-7:00—Dinner. Students can bring their 
own dinner or go out to one of the many 
eateries within walking distance of 
the University. Students must leave in groups 
of three or more. No one is permitted to leave 
alone.  
Schedule for Jazz Improvisation, Monday-
Friday, 2:00-500 PM: 
Class will earn the historical background of 
jazz and beginning jazz phrasing and 
articulation concepts, as well as the 
theoretical basis of jazz composition. Each day 
we build on the previous day’s lesson, with 
the students composing and performing their 
own blues composition by the end of the 
week! This is a class for 
musicians with little or no jazz experience.
